Rules for “going to”

The “to” is absorbed by the “going.” They become one word

Only reduce when there is another verb after it. 

--I'm going to kill him => I'm  gənə kill him. (“Kill” is a verb.)

--I'm going to class => I'm goin ta class. (No verb, but the -ing and the “to” can be shortened.)
